3. Answer questions.
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e Monthly Meetings/Brain Storming:
1. Attend monthly meetings with the gallery manager and other ambassadors
2. Suggest new ways of promoting the gallery.
3. Suggest any new ideas for events or building relationships with local
universities, schools or organisations
4. Discuss exhibitions/events and their success rates.
